We won’t say it will be the 
best you’ve ever tasted, but for $12.95 a litre, the value is hard to beat. 
It’s perfect for cottages, BBQs, or casual dinners (although we don’t 
suggest this little bunny for your next hostess gift - we’ve come a long 
way, baby, but not that far).
